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Application of Target Teaching Method in Nursing Education of Hematology Department

[Abstract] Objective: To briefly analyze the application of target teaching method in hematology nursing
teaching, aiming to improve the level of hematology nursing teaching and enhance the professional skills of
nursing students. Method: 49 hematology nursing interns from a certain hospital from August 2023 to May 2024
were selected as the research subjects. They were randomly divided into Group A (conventional teaching
method) and Group B (target teaching method) through numerical randomization. Among them, Group A
consists of 24 interns who use conventional teaching methods to carry out nursing guidance work. For example,
the guidance teacher arranges teaching time and carries out corresponding teaching activities based on the
management system of hematology department guidance, combined with the actual situation and teaching
content of the interns; Group B consists of 25 interns who use the goal based teaching method to carry out
nursing mentoring work, mainly including goal setting, implementation, and assessment. After the teaching
work is completed, the interns in Group A and Group B will be assessed and evaluated based on two indicators:
exam scores and satisfaction. Result: In terms of the results of the entrance examination in the teaching of
hematology nursing, Group B (target teaching method) achieved the following scores in case analysis, theoretical
knowledge, case writing, and clinical operation: 90.32 £ 1.47, 93.15 + 2.14, 92.36 + 1.84, 91.45 £ 2.16,

All of them were higher than Group A (conventional teaching method), with data of 85.42 + 2.16, 84.65 £ 2.13,
87.62 + 2.24, and 85.64 £ 2.13, respectively, indicating statistical significance (P<0.05); In terms of satisfaction

with the teaching work in hematology nursing, the satisfaction rate of Group B (target teaching method) is
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significantly higher than that of Group A (conventional teaching method), with a satisfaction rate of 96% for

Group B (target teaching method) and 70.83% for Group A (conventional teaching method). The data is

statistically significant (P<0.05). Conclusion: The application of target teaching method in hematology nursing

teaching can help improve the exam scores and comprehensive quality of interns, and the satisfaction of teaching

work is also very high. At the same time, it is of great significance to enhance the professional skills and

professional ethics of interns, and is worth promoting and applying.
