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Nursing security risks and countermeasures of elderly inpatients in endocrinology department

[Abstract] Objective: To deeply analyze the nursing security risks of elderly inpatients in endocrinology
department, and explore effective nursing countermeasures through experimental research. Methods: 140 elderly
inpatients in endocrinology department were selected and divided into two groups for nursing observation. 70
elderly patients in the nursing group were treated with comprehensive safety nursing measures; 70 elderly
patients in routine group were treated with routine nursing strategies. The probability of safety accidents
between the two groups of patients was counted, and the nursing cooperation degree and satisfaction degree
between the two groups were compared. Results: After comprehensive safety nursing, the total incidence of
safety accidents in the nursing group was 5.7%, while that in the routine group was 18.6%. In terms of nursing
effect, the total nursing satisfaction of the nursing group was (97.14 2.11), while that of the routine group was
(81.42 2.81), which proved that the safe nursing effect was remarkable. Conclusion: In the nursing work of
elderly inpatients in endocrinology department, from the perspective of nursing safety hazards, combining with
the physical characteristics of elderly patients, taking safety nursing measures can effectively prevent safety
accidents, and the recovery performance of elderly patients is good, which is worth popularizing and applying in
endocrinology department.
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
