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A brief analysis of the employment issues of kindergarten teachers under the background of preschool
education reform

[Abstract] The 18th National Congress of the Communist Party of China proposed to "run preschool
education well", the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China required "making new progress
in providing early childhood education", and the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China
emphasized "strengthening the universal development of preschool education". my country has implemented
three consecutive preschool education action plans to promote the rapid development of preschool education,
alleviate the problems of "difficulty and high cost of admission to kindergartens", and the imbalance between the
professional development of preschool teachers and educational resources. At the same time, in order to
thoroughly implement the deployment requirements of the Fifth Plenary Session of the 19th Central Committee
of the Communist Party of China to "improve the guarantee mechanism for universal preschool education", and
to further promote the universal, safe and high—quality development of preschool education, in December 2021,
the "14th Five—Year Plan" preschool education development and improvement action plan was implemented,
focusing on filling the gaps in universal resources, improving the universal guarantee mechanism, and
comprehensively improving the quality of childcare. With the promulgation of the "Preschool Education Law
of the People's Republic of China", preschool education has entered a new stage of comprehensively improving
teaching quality. As the key to the development of preschool education, the teaching level of preschool teachers
directly affects the quality of preschool education. How to improve the teaching level of preschool teachers and
solve the increasingly prominent employment problems of this group has become the top priority at present.
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
