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Research on High—Quality Development of Rural Preschool Education from the Perspective of Endogenous
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[Abstract] The core essence of the rural revitalization strategy is to stimulate the endogenous driving force of
rural areas. To reverse the predicament of "external dependence" in rural preschool education, this paper
interprets the new connotations endowed by the endogenous development theory to the high—quality
development of rural preschool education, namely "localization", "subjectivity" and "sustainability". It deeply
analyzes the core dilemmas such as insufficient endogenous motivation, resource disembedding and
inappropriate systems. Then, it puts forward targeted practical paths including activating the capacity of subjects,

reconstructing local curriculum and improving institutional guarantees, so as to lead rural preschool education

onto a development path of harmonious coexistence with urban preschool education, where they remain

different yet in harmony.
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
