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Study on the Problems and Improvement Strategies of Parent—Child Communication Quality in
Disadvantaged Families

[Abstract] A questionnaire survey and home interview were conducted on 120 disadvantaged families in Q
Sub—district, Kunshan City, Jiangsu Province. The study found that the constituent elements of parent—child
communication quality in disadvantaged families include five aspects: timing of parent—child interaction,
situational context, way of information expression, presence of misunderstanding, and vitality of communication.
Corresponding strategies are proposed, such as attaching importance to the differences in parent—child

communication among families with different backgrounds, clarifying the division of family guardianship

responsibilities, and strengthening the guidance of school education.
