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The kindergarten—-based exploration of integrated education in Chengdu A kindergarten
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[Abstract] With the increase of educational diversification and personalized needs, preschool inclusive
education has gradually become an important direction of education reform. Based on the practice of inclusive
education in Chengdu A Kindergarten in recent years, this paper deeply analyzes its exploration in the process of
promoting the kindergarten—based integration of inclusive education, including the adaptive transformation of
the kindergarten—based environment, the integrated design of the kindergarten—based curriculum, the
construction of the kindergarten—based professional team, and the integration and utilization of the resources of
