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[Abstract] To thoroughly implement the strategic deployment of accelerating the construction of an
education—oriented nation outlined in the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council issued the "Education Power
Construction Plan (2024—2035)", which sets explicit requirements for future educational system development
and reform. As a critical starting point for China’s educational modernization, the study of “New Education”
offers historical insights for contemporary educational reforms while fostering diversified talent cultivation.
Utilizing CiteSpace, a bibliometric analysis tool, this paper conducts keyword co—occurrence, clustering, and
timeline analyses on domestic and international literature related to “New Education” from 2000 to 2025,
systematically mapping the research hotspots, evolutionary trends, and knowledge structure within this field.
Furthermore, selecting "New—Style Schools" as a representative case, the study focuses on the practical logic and
historical significance of official schools during the Westernization Movement in curriculum design, institutional
construction, and conceptual transformation. Findings reveal that “New—Style Schools” served not only as
experimental grounds for modern educational system reforms but also as vital catalysts for addressing domestic
and international challenges while propelling the early modernization of Chinese education. This
comprehensive review of “New Education” research provides valuable historical references for current
educational reforms under the national strategy of “Building an Education Power”.
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
