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A study on the influence of learning motivation on the formation of learning community for the
elderly——Based on the investigation and analysis in Jiangsu

[Abstract] With the acceleration of population aging and the deep—rooted concept of lifelong learning, elderly
education has become a crucial component of China's proactive aging strategy. Jiangsu Province, as an
economically developed region with profound cultural heritage and a high degree of aging, demonstrates typical
and forward—looking practices in elderly education. This study focuses on relearning activities among seniors in
Jiangsu, aiming to explore how diverse learning motivations influence and promote the formation and
development of elderly learning communities. The research reveals that elderly learners' motivations primarily
revolve around adapting to social development, maintaining social connections, realizing self—worth, and
pursuing physical and mental well-being. These intrinsic and extrinsic motivations not only serve as initial
impetus for learning participation but also act as core bonds for seeking companions, building relationships, and
forming stable communities. The intensity and types of learning motivations directly impact community
cohesion, activity content, and sustainability. Based on these findings, this paper proposes relevant policy
recommendations to optimize the construction of elderly learning communities in Jiangsu and stimulate seniors'
learning vitality.
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
