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Research on Strategies to Improve the Quality of Early Childhood Education from the
Perspective of Two—Way Articulation: A Case Study of Hohhot

[Abstract] This study takes Hohhot as a case study and, based on the concept of two—way articulation,
systematically analyzes the current quality of local early childhood education through field research and
questionnaire interviews. The study finds that Hohhot faces significant issues in the transition from kindergarten
to primary school, including a noticeable trend of 'primary school—like' kindergartens, insufficient adaptation
adjustments in primary schools, and weak home—school coordination mechanisms. Based on these findings, this
study proposes strategies in three areas: building a collaborative education mechanism, optimizing curriculum
and teaching practices, and improving the support and guarantee system. The aim is to promote mutual
engagement between kindergartens and primary schools, form an educational synergy, and provide practical
pathways to enhance the quality of early childhood education.
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
