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[Abstract] With the continuous advancement of globalization and increasingly frequent cross—cultural
exchanges, ideological and political education courses, as an important component of higher education, also face
the challenge of how to conduct effective teaching in a cross—cultural context. Traditional narrative methods in
ideological and political education courses are often too simplistic, failing to evoke resonance and emotional
engagement among students. Therefore, drawing on Western multi—temporal narrative models to redesign the
stories in ideological and political education courses and optimize thematic presentation and emotional

mobilization has become an important issue in contemporary ideological and political education teaching.
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
