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[Abstract] In the context of the accelerated advancement of educational digitalization, foreign literature courses,
as an important carrier for developing humanities literacy in universities, face the dual challenges of transforming
teaching models and restructuring resources. Due to regional resource limitations and faculty composition,
private universities in Yunnan encounter particularly prominent issues in foreign literature teaching, including
digital content development, classroom organization methods, student motivation, and teacher capability
enhancement. Based on an analysis of educational digitalization policies and technological foundations, and in
consideration of the characteristics of foreign literature courses, this paper identifies the key bottlenecks in digital
teaching at private universities in Yunnan. It proposes four—dimensional innovative approaches: constructing a
"resource—platform" ecosystem, promoting modular hybrid teaching, strengthening task—based interactive
mechanisms, and enhancing teacher empowerment mechanisms, aiming to provide theoretical support and
practical solutions for improving teaching quality and learning outcomes.
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
