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A Study on the National Condition Education Mechanism for International Students in China
—-From the Perspective of Educational Administration Connection for "Quality Improvement and Efficiency
Enhancement"

[Abstract] With the deepening internationalization of higher education in China, the scale of international
students studying in China has continued to expand, and convergence management has become the mainstream
model in colleges and universities. However, in practice, complete convergence management overlooks the special
needs of international students as "cultural others", resulting in their difficulties in academic adaptation, and fails to
give full play to their potential role as "ambassadors for the dissemination of Chinese culture". This paper deeply
analyzes the institutional and mechanism dilemmas faced by the current national condition education for
international students in China. It proposes to construct a national condition education system and mechanism
with the goal of "improving quality and efficiency", and to reconstruct the internal connection between national
condition education and professional academic administration through the "trinity" model of online courses, offline
lectures and research activities. It aims to provide solutions with both theoretical depth and practical reference value
for the educational administration of international students in colleges and universities.
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
