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Research on the United Front Work Function of Overseas Confucius Institutes from the
Perspective of Cultural Subjectivity Construction
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[Abstract] In the era of in—depth globalization, overseas Confucius Institutes are not only the core carrier for the
international communication of Chinese culture and the main front for international Chinese education, but also a
key platform for the extension of overseas united front work in the new era to expand overseas reach, gather the
hearts and strength of overseas Chinese, and unite pro—China forces around the world. The construction of the
subjectivity of Chinese culture is the fundamental premise for consolidating the foundation of the international
communication of Chinese civilization and enhancing national cultural soft power. The core concepts of the
united front, namely "consensus building, seeking common ground while reserving differences, mutual trust and
tolerance, and win—win cooperation", provide the fundamental guideline for Confucius Institutes to address the
difficulties in international communication, strengthen the guidance of cultural values, and improve the efficiency
of school—running. Based on the practice of overseas construction of Confucius Institutes in universities, focusing
on improving the efficiency of international communication of Chinese culture, and centering on the construction
of the subjectivity of Chinese culture and the two—way exchange and mutual learning between Chinese and
foreign cultures, this paper systematically elaborates on the theoretical logic, practical difficulties and practical paths
of Confucius Institutes in carrying out overseas cultural united front work, and explores a long—term mechanism
for Confucius Institutes to take international cultural communication as the link, take united front functions as the
support, serve the implementation of national foreign policies, and promote people—to—people bonds and cultural
mutual learning between China and foreign countries.
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
