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Research on the practice of Lingnan lion dance culture in kindergarten curriculum

[Abstract] China's excellent traditional culture has a long history, is broad and profound, and is worth inheriting
and carrying forward. The guiding outline for improving Chinese excellent traditional culture education issued
by the Ministry of education in 2014 proposed to "effectively promote Chinese excellent traditional culture
education in stages". Lingnan culture, as an important branch of Chinese traditional culture, has its unique
regional characteristics, strong flavor of life, fresh character story background and folk lion dance culture
inherited from the perspective of art and humanities, which conforms to the local life and meets the needs of
children's age and psychological characteristics.

Taking Lingnan lion dance performance as an example, combined with the
music activities in the art field of kindergarten, according to the children's age characteristics and action
development level, create appropriate lion dance steps and exercises for children, so that children can dance lions
in beautiful and rhythmic music, so as to achieve the harmonious development of body and mind and improve
the efficiency of children's music teaching.
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
