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[Abstract] This paper aimed to explore the vocabulary learning strategies of Art and Physical Education students.
Through a comparative experiment and a questionnaire survey, the study analyzed the impact of different
strategies on the students' vocabulary memory, comprehension, and application abilities. The results showed that,
compared with traditional vocabulary learning strategies, teaching strategies tailored to the characteristics of Art
and Physical Education students could significantly improve students' learning outcomes and interest. The
research findings have practical guiding significance for college English vocabulary teaching, especially for the
Art and Physical Education students.
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
