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Micro—analysis of English Textbook in Middle School
—-Taking the Eight Grade Lower Unit 4 in People’ s Education Press as an Example

[Abstract] The purpose of this paper is to analyze the material content of Section B 2a—2e in the unit4 of the
second book of the eighth grade of the People’s Education Press, and to discuss the reasonableness of the
textbook and the way of using it. This paper analyzes the teaching material structure, teaching objectives,
learning situation, teaching methods. The important and difficult points as well as teaching reflections are
analyzed in detail, and it is found that the teaching design of the section meets the learning needs of students in
the second book of the eighth grade and is in line with the requirements of China's new curriculum reform
standards. However, at the same time, in practical use, the textbook still has some corresponding problems, such
as too difficult content and lack of reflection items. The purpose of this study is to help English teachers
understand more about the content of the teaching materials of the Humanistic Version of Junior Middle School
English, to help them optimize their teaching design, to improve their teaching effect, and to promote the
improvement of students' academic performance.
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
