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An Exploration of CLIL Model Implementation in Advanced English from an OBE Perspective

[Abstract] In the context of globalization, the cultivation of English professionals faces new demands and
challenges. This paper integrates the OBE concept with the CLIL model to explore how to optimize the course
design of “Advanced English” through a dual—dimensional teaching framework. The OBE concept, which is
outcome—oriented, emphasizes the cultivation of students’ practical application abilities, while the CLIL model
enhances students’ language proficiency and subject literacy by integrating subject content with language
learning. Taking Modern College English Intensive Reading 5 (Third Edition) as an example, this paper
constructs an OBE—based CLIL course design framework, covering four components: teaching objectives,
teaching content, teaching activities, and assessment methods. The results indicate that the combination of OBE
and CLIL can effectively improve students’ language skills, critical thinking, and cross—cultural understanding,
providing an innovative practical approach for English major teaching.
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
