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Analysis of the Application of Case Teaching Method in Law Teaching
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[Abstract] Relevant practice has shown that talents in the field of law directly affect the progress and
development of social civilization. Therefore, it is necessary to strengthen the training of legal talents in
combination with China's national conditions. In recent years, with the continuous improvement of China's
market economy and the deepening of the concept of governing the country by law, the public has become
increasingly aware of the importance of legal knowledge, thereby promoting the urgent need for the public to
enhance their legal literacy. Moreover, compared with other disciplines, legal knowledge has the characteristics
of obscure content, strong practicality, and high accumulation requirements, which leads to many problems in
the traditional legal teaching process, such as the lack of connection between theory and practice, the failure to
give full play to the role of students as the main body, and outdated textbooks. Therefore, in order to effectively
improve the quality of legal teaching, it is necessary to choose teaching methods reasonably to achieve the goal
of enhancing students' comprehensive legal literacy. The case teaching method carries out legal education in the
form of actual cases, based on the authenticity and complexity of the situation of the cases, which can ensure the
actual effectiveness of legal education. It has important value in training students' legal thinking, enhancing their
legal understanding ability, and helping them master legal knowledge. Based on this, this article first outlines the
case teaching method, then briefly describes the application principles and significance of case teaching method
in law teaching, focuses on exploring the application of case teaching method in law teaching, and finally
discusses the application problems and related strategies of case teaching method in law teaching, aiming to
unleash the application value of case teaching method in law teaching.
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
