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Multi dimensional investigation of the assistance mechanism for impoverished university
students during the Republic of China period

[Abstract] Higher education is an important part of the Republic's education system. In order to ensure the
study of outstanding poor students in universities, the authorities of the Republic of China have formulated a
series of economic subsidy policies consisting of grants, scholarships, student loans, and publicly—funded study
abroad, and so on. In addition to saving money for university expenses, poor university students mainly
participate in various kinds of social work by means of hard work and study assistance, and receive remuneration
for their labor to subsidize university expenses. Schools and some public welfare and religious organizations in
the society also provide financial subsidies for poor college students in terms of meals and accommodation
through the opening of economic canteens and economic dormitories. The financial subsidies from the outside
world and the independent work of the poor college students constituted most of the economic life of the poor
college students in the Republic of China.
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
