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[Abstract]As an important part of the textbook, the illustrations in junior middle school English
textbooks influence students' gender views. This study takes five illustrations of junior high school
English textbooks published by People's Education Press as the research object, and studies the gender
roles in the illustrations of junior high school English textbooks published by People's Education Press by
means of statistics and content analysis. It is found that the frequency of men appearing in illustrations and
texts in textbooks is slightly higher than that of women, but on the whole, it is more average; The
frequency and occupation types of men appearing in the workplace scene in textbook illustrations are
much higher than those of women. In view of the above research results, this study suggests: (1) The
compilation and selection of textbook illustrations and text contents reflect the gender equality view. (2)
Improve teachers' gender awareness in teaching.
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
