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Practice and Reflection of Flipped Classroom in Junior High School English Writing Teaching
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[Abstract]With the continuous development of educational technology, flipped classroom has gradually
become an effective teaching mode to improve students' self—learning ability and classroom interaction.
The implementation of the flipped classroom mode of junior middle school English writing teaching can
not only help to improve students' writing skills, but also can arouse their enthusiasm and investment in
learning. In junior middle school English writing teaching, the introduction of flipped classroom mode
has significant advantages in improving the teaching effect, but some problems have been exposed in
practical application. In this regard, this paper proposes the corresponding optimization measures. This
study is based on literature and cases, integrates teaching practical experience, and emphasizes the value of
flipped classroom in improving students' writing skills and exercising critical thinking and creative writing.
However, in the implementation of specific teaching, we still need to overcome the challenges such as
the lack of teaching resources, the low enthusiasm of students' participation and the role transformation
of teachers. This research finally proposes an innovative measure of English writing teaching method
based on the flipped classroom model, which aims to provide reference for improving the quality of
English writing teaching.
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
