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A Case Study on Fathers' Participation in Family Education in the New Era

[Abstract] This study adopts the case study method, starting from familiar people around us, and selects a father
who is highly praised and actively participates in family education as the research subject. Through in—depth
interviews with this father, we deeply understand the situation of his participation in family education to reveal
the specific connotation of contemporary fathers' involvement in family education. Through interviews, the
author learned that the content of this father's participation in family education includes parent—child reading,
unconventional exploration, academic guidance, interaction between the second child and the parents, marital
relationship, and school—family activities. The factors influencing the father's participation in family education
include his own gender role identity, individual reflexive practice, the attitude of the mother, the peer group,
and factors from society, such as the privatization of educational affairs and competition pressure. In addition,
this article also reveals the significance and value of fathers' participation in family education for children,
mothers, and themselves. Finally, the article proposes suggestions and countermeasures for fathers' participation
in family education from the perspectives of fathers themselves, families, and society.
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
