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Research on the difficulties and countermeasures of high—quality development of county high
school education

[Abstract] County—level high schools are not only the link between urban and rural basic education, but also
the "leader" of county—level basic education. Therefore, this article takes "county" as the analytical unit to
explore the educational problems faced in the current development of high school education in counties. The
research finds that the current situation of the development of county middle schools is mainly manifested in the
contradiction and restraint between the education management system and the overall allocation of resources.
