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An Exploratory Study on Group Cooperative Learning in Rural English Classrooms

[Abstract] The General High School English Curriculum Standard (Experimental) emphasizes that the
curriculum should start from students' learning interests, life experiences and cognitive levels, advocate learning
styles such as experience, practice, participation, cooperation and communication, and develop students'
autonomous learning ability and cooperative spirit.
