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[Abstract] Objective To explore the current status of professional identity of nursing students in vocational
colleges at the early stage of internship under the background of targeted further education, and to provide
reference and basis for further improving students' professional concepts and education. Methods The basic
characteristics, current status of professional identity and influencing factors of secondary vocational nursing
students were analyzed through questionnaire survey. Results The total score of nursing students’ professional
identity is 61.48+13.17. Different family atmosphere, professional intention and whether they like the nursing
major have significant differences in students’ professional identity (P<0.05). Multiple linear regression was used
for in—depth analysis and it was found that professional intention And whether they like the nursing profession
have become the main factors affecting nursing students' professional identity. Conclusion Positive career
cognition and good family atmosphere can enhance the professional identity of nursing students, and are
beneficial to promoting the autonomy of nursing students in choosing the nursing profession, helping nursing
students to strengthen their professional beliefs, enhance their sense of professional responsibility, and promote

positive career cognition and evaluation among nursing students.
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
