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Research on Strategies for Enhancing Professional Literacy of Vocational Undergraduate
Students from the Perspective of Patriotic Education in the New Era

[Abstract] In the context of patriotic education in the new era, the improvement of vocational literacy among
vocational undergraduate students faces both historical opportunities and practical challenges. On the one hand,
patriotic education needs to integrate professional spirit and cultivate high—quality technical and skilled talents
who possess both patriotism and a combination of morality and technology; On the other hand, vocational
undergraduate education faces structural challenges such as weak student foundation, lagging curriculum system,
insufficient integration of industry and education, and lack of evaluation mechanism. In this regard, a
four—dimensional collaborative strategy is proposed: in the curriculum, develop "professional+literacy"
cross—border courses, and promote the "one lesson, two teachers" model; In practice, building a three—level
progressive platform of "cognition rotation innovation" to record the growth trajectory of literacy; At the
cultural level, create an immersive environment of "craftsmanship campus"; Evaluation system, multi—dimensional
indicators jointly developed by schools and enterprises, and a mechanism of "process archivest+achievement
display+enterprise evaluation" established. At the same time, it emphasizes the use of a "micro propaganda
lecture" cycle mechanism to strengthen the internalization of professional competence, and through the reform
of ideological and political courses, promote the transformation of professional competence from "theoretical
cognition" to "conscious action", providing talent support for serving national strategic needs.
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
