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Top-Level Design and Practice of Ideological and Political Education in Visual Communication
Design Major Based on the Constructive Alignment Principle

[Abstract] Against the background of the in—depth advancement of college curriculum—based ideological and
political education in the new era, Visual Communication Design, with its feature of "conveying ideas via visual
language and carrying values through design works", has become a key field for the synergy of "aesthetic
education" and "ideological and political education". However, its ideological and political education faces
dilemmas like "more fragmented integration than systematic design" and "more empirical exploration than
theoretical support". Using John B. Biggs' "Constructive Alignment Principle" as the core framework, this paper
focuses on the top—level design and practical path innovation of the major's ideological and political education.
By applying methods including literature analysis, case study, practical exploration and evaluation research, it
constructs a three—dimensional consistent "goal—activity—evaluation" education system. The research shows this
system effectively solves the "disconnection between professional and ideological and political education",
significantly enhances students' coordinated development of professional and ideological literacy, and provides a
replicable and promotable model for the ideological and political construction of art and design majors in similar
domestic universities.
