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Social responsibility and value realization of rural cultural services in listed private colleges and
universities

[Abstract] Under the dual strategic context of rural revitalization and higher education serving society, listed
private universities possess a dual identity of "capital market profitability" and "educational public welfare". Their
fulfillment of social responsibility in rural cultural services faces internal and external challenges including
insufficient resource investment, professional capability shortages, policy implementation difficulties, and lack of’
collaborative mechanisms. Based on the theories of cultural capital and stakeholder theory, this paper systematically
analyzes the threefold value these universities bring to rural cultural heritage innovation, rural social development,
and their own brand enhancement. The proposed strategies include: Internally establishing special social
responsibility funds, building interdisciplinary teams and "dual—qualified" faculty, and cultivating professional
operational teams to enhance core capabilities; Externally collaborating with governments, rural communities,
enterprises, and non—profits to build a "government—university—village—community" collaborative network,
integrating diverse resources to reduce uncertainties; and implementing multi—dimensional evaluation systems
and tiered incentive mechanisms to incorporate rural cultural services into university strategies, ensuring
sustainable responsibility fulfillment.
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
