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[Abstract] Under the new era’s curriculum—based ideological and political education framework, this study
addresses "Chinese cultural aphasia" and limited intercultural competence among Japanese language majors.
Guided by Outcome—Based Education (OBE), it uses the Overview of Japan course to integrate professional
instruction with ideological education. By restructuring content around "geography—history—society" themes, it
introduces Sino—Japanese comparisons, historical ties, and China’s development achievements. A blended
"BOPPPS + online—offline hybrid" teaching model and a multidimensional evaluation system emphasizing
"knowledge, skills, and values" were developed. Initial results demonstrate the reform’s effectiveness in
cultivating globally minded and culturally confident foreign language professionals.
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
