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Research on the cultivation of language core literacy among applied university students guided

[Abstract] The development of New Liberal Arts is a crucial strategy for driving the transformation of liberal
arts education in higher education.

It proposes a reform approach of "breaking
boundaries—reconstruction": by establishing interdisciplinary curricula, advancing the digital transformation of
teaching models, and innovating competency—oriented evaluation mechanisms, to achieve systematic
cultivation of core language competencies (language expression, cultural heritage, and interdisciplinary
application). Through practical cases from local applied universities, the feasibility and effectiveness of language
education reform under the New Liberal Arts concept are demonstrated, offering valuable references for
improving the quality of talent cultivation in applied universities.
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
