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Analysis on the Status Quo of Learning Ability and Interpersonal Tolerance of Vocational
Nursing Single—enroliment Students during School Period

[Abstract] Purpose: To understand the learning ability and interpersonal acceptance status of single—enrollment
three—year vocational nursing students during the school period, and to compare and analyze with the
expansively enrolled students. Methods: Taking the 16—level three—year high vocational nursing single
enrollment students and expansively enrolled students of Jiangsu Health Vocational College as the research
object, convenient sampling was used to understand the situation of students in the form of questionnaire survey.
Results: In terms of learning ability, the scores of three—year vocational nursing students in single enrollment,
vocational English and nursing courses were lower than those of expansively enrollment, the difference was
statistically significant (P <0.05). There was no statistically significant difference between the two groups of
students in ideological and political courses and comprehensive nursing training scores (P>0.05); in terms of
interpersonal tolerance, the scores of single—enrollment students in accommodating others and being
accommodated by others were higher than those of expansively enrollment, and the difference was statistically
significant (P<0.05). Conclusion: The theoretical knowledge learning ability of three—year vocational nursing
single enrollment is weaker than that of expansively enrollment, while the interpersonal tolerance is better than
that of unified enrollment. Therefore, in teaching management, further education and teaching reforms should
be carried out according to the characteristics of higher vocational nursing single enrollment, so as to improve
the comprehensive quality of students.
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
