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A Brief Discussion on the "One-Stop" Construction of Five—Dimensional Education in Student

[Abstract] The construction of a "one—stop" student community serves as a crucial platform for vocational
colleges to fulfill their fundamental mission of fostering students' moral character and promoting the integration
of the five educational aspects.

It further proposes countermeasures and suggestions for system
improvement. The study reveals that the current "one—stop" student community in vocational colleges faces
issues such as an imperfect integration mechanism for the five educational aspects, insufficient student
participation, and uneven resource supply. Optimization is needed in terms of institutional safeguards, platform
development, team building, and student self—governance. This provides practical reference for vocational
