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A Study on Contextualized Discourse Teaching in Junior Middle School English from the
Perspective of Core Competencies

[Abstract] With the 2022 Edition of the English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education establishing
Core Competencies as the guiding principle of English teaching, junior middle school English discourse
teaching is undergoing a transformation from “knowledge transmission” to “contextual application.” This study
explores contextualized discourse teaching in junior middle school English, analyzing its intrinsic connections
with the four dimensions of English subject Core Competencies—Language Ability, Cultural Awareness,
Thinking Quality, and Learning Ability—and examining the problems encountered in practice. On this basis, it
proposes a contextualized teaching approach featuring Theme—Based Construction, Resource Integration,
Task—Driven Learning, and Assessment Optimization. The aim is to provide both theoretical guidance and
practical strategies for enhancing the effectiveness of competency cultivation in junior middle school English
education, thereby facilitating students’ transformation from linguistic knowledge to comprehensive
communicative competence.
