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Exploration of Ideological and Political Education in Public English Courses Based on the
"Three-All Education" Concept

[Abstract] Based on the conceptual framework of "Three—All Education," this paper systematically explores the
theoretical pathways for integrating ideological and political education into public English courses. It argues that
the ideological and political development of public English courses requires the construction of an organically
unified system: by integrating the efforts of teachers, students, and other relevant stakeholders to form a
"whole—staft education" synergy; by embedding ideological and political education throughout all
stages—pre—instruction, during instruction, and post—instruction—to achieve the continuity of "whole—process
education"; and by deepening classroom teaching as the primary platform, expanding extracurricular practice,
and fostering campus culture and online environments to broaden the scope of "all-round education." These
three dimensions are interrelated and mutually supportive, collectively striving to achieve the organic integration
of knowledge impartation, skill development, and value guidance in public English teaching, thereby fulfilling
the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education.
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
