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Research on the Reform and Innovation of Ideological and Political Courses in Heilongjiang

[Abstract] Under the strategic goal of building a strong educational nation, ideological and political courses in
universities bear the core mission of shaping the new generation of the era. Guided by Xi Jinping Thought on
Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, and based on the regional characteristics and educational
realities of Heilongjiang, this paper analyzes the theoretical logic, practical bottlenecks, and implementation
paths of ideological and political course reform, and proposes a four—in—one innovative model of "Goal
Reconstruction, Resource Integration, Technology Empowerment, and Institutional Coordination." The study
finds that relying on the digital transformation of red culture, practice platforms integrating industry and
