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The Integration of Aesthetic Education in Fourth—-Grade Chinese Composition Teaching in Rural

[Abstract] This paper focuses on the teaching of composition in rural primary schools for fourth—grade Chinese
language students.

The article analyzes
specific teaching cases, demonstrating how guiding students to document the beauty of their local life not only
effectively boosts writing interest and enriches writing materials but also simultaneously improves students'
aesthetic literacy and writing abilities. This provides a practical and innovative approach to enhancing the quality
and efficiency of composition instruction in rural primary schools.
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
