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The Operational Bottlenecks and Solutions of the "Social Grand Classroom" Practice Model in
Ideological and Political Courses in Colleges and Universities

[Abstract] This article systematically explores the operational bottlenecks of the "society as a large classroom"
practice model in ideological and political theory courses in colleges and universities and the paths to address
them. The research finds that there are prominent issues in the implementation of this model, such as an
incomplete organizational management mechanism, an imperfect resource guarantee system, and an unscientific
teaching effectiveness evaluation. In response to these bottlenecks, the article proposes systematic solutions
through strengthening top—level institutional design, deepening school—local collaborative construction,
innovating teaching organization forms, and establishing a scientific evaluation system. The research indicates
that only by establishing a long—term mechanism involving multiple parties and promoting the deep integration
of theoretical teaching and social practice can the educational effectiveness of practical teaching in ideological
and political courses be effectively enhanced, providing practical support for cultivating morally and
intellectually competent new era talents and promoting the in—depth reform and innovation of ideological and
political courses in colleges and universities.
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
