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Research on Vocal Music Teaching Reform and Practice in Border Ethnic Minority Universities
from the Perspective of Ideological and Political Education

[Abstract] With the advancement of educational reform in the new era, ideological and political education in
curriculum has become a core concept in higher education. This paper takes vocal music teaching in ethnic
minority colleges in border areas as its research object, exploring how to implement vocal music teaching reform
and practice under the perspective of ideological and political education in curriculum. Through in—depth
analysis of the main problems existing in current vocal music teaching, such as the disconnect between
professional skills and ideological and political education, monotonous teaching content, and weak ideological
and political awareness among teachers, this paper proposes a series of reform paths. First, it emphasizes
deepening teachers' ideological and political awareness and improving their teaching ability and ideological and
political literacy; second, it suggests optimizing teaching content and enriching the integration of ideological and
political elements, such as selecting ethnic vocal music works with rich ideological and political connotations;
third, it advocates innovative teaching methods, enhancing classroom interaction and practicality, and
promoting students' all-round development through diversified teaching models; finally, it proposes
constructing a diversified evaluation system, focusing on process assessment, to ensure that students not only
improve their professional skills but also enhance their sense of social responsibility and cultural identity during
the learning process. The research results of this paper show that through the effective penetration of ideological
and political education in curriculum, the ideological guidance function of vocal music teaching can be
enhanced, students' comprehensive quality can be improved, the quality of vocal music education in ethnic
minority colleges in border areas can be improved, and a solid foundation can be laid for students' all-round
development.
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
