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[Abstract] The course "Food Safety and Quality Management" is a core professional course for the major of
Food Quality and Safety. At present, there are prominent problems such as the disconnection between
ideological and political education and professional teaching, the mismatch between teaching content and post
requirements, and the single evaluation system, which makes it difficult to meet the requirements of the
fundamental task of morality education. Taking the national—level curriculum ideological and political
demonstration course "Food Safety and Quality Management" of Hebei Chemical & Pharmaceutical College as
an example, this paper explores the educational practice of curriculum ideological and political education in the
core professional courses of food majors. Relying on the collaborative mechanism of "college—enterprise—industry
—research", a four—dimensional integrated curriculum content system of "course—post—ideology—certification"
is constructed, a teaching model of "two lines and four stages, infiltration and integration" is innovated, and a
diversified evaluation mechanism driven by digital intelligence is established. Practical verification shows that
students' professional literacy, social responsibility, practical and innovative abilities have been significantly
improved. The school's practice proves that the systematic and modular curriculum ideological and political
reform is an effective way to solve the pain points of talent cultivation in vocational education, and provides a
replicable and promotable practical case for the construction of curriculum ideological and political education in
food and related majors.
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
