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[Abstract] At present, the mental health issues of the large—scale left—behind children population are becoming
increasingly prominent due to parent—child separation and insufficient educational resources. R eading education
serves as an effective method to enhance their mental well-being. However, challenges such as structural
shortages of resources, insufficient professional guidance, and weak family and community support persist. Based
on this, systematic improvement strategies are proposed: establishing home—school collaboration mechanisms
and leveraging teacher—student mutual support; constructing diversified social environments and integrating

university resources to create an educational community. Through multidimensional interventions, the

therapeutic and empowering role of reading education can be effectively utilized to promote the mental health

development of left—behind children.
