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Exploring the Cultivation of Morality for College Ideological and Political Theory Teachers
through Confucian Self-Cultivation and Moral Education

[Abstract] Strengthening the construction of the moral and professional conduct of college ideological and
political theory teachers is crucial for fulfilling the fundamental task of fostering virtue and talent, enhancing the
leading role of ideological and political education, and promoting the construction of an educational power.
Currently, the moral conduct of college ideological and political theory teachers is confronted with challenges
such as the impact of diverse values, lack of self—improvement motivation, and disconnection between
cognition and practice. The root causes lie in weak ideological and political quality, blocked self—actualization,
and insufficient moral self—awareness. To address these issues, a three—dimensional cultivation path of
"self—cultivation as the foundation, self—discipline as the model, and inner sagehood and outer kingship" is
proposed to solve the problems in the construction of teachers' morality. The cultivation of college ideological
and political theory teachers' morality through Confucian self—cultivation and moral education is an inherent
part of the "Two Creations" and provides a new perspective for the construction of teachers' morality in the new
era.
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
