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Research on English Writing Teaching Model from the Perspective of Digital Humanities

[Abstract] The rise of digital humanities has provided new theoretical perspectives and practical paths for the
teaching of English writing. Based on the commonalities between digital humanities and foreign language
writing instruction, this study systematically explores a teaching model for English writing from the perspective
of digital humanities. Through course design, it investigates how digital humanities tools can be integrated into
different stages of the process—genre writing teaching approach, and how tools such as text analysis software,
corpora, and digital portfolios can support writing instruction, thereby cultivating students’ critical thinking and
English writing abilities. The research indicates that the application of digital humanities tools facilitates students
in presenting, discussing, and sharing writing content, and enables students to enhance their writing,

collaboration, critical thinking, and innovation abilities through deep interaction in the process of creating texts.
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
