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Analysis of the Development of Japanese Language Subject in China Based on the National
Japanese Language Education Series Forum in the Past Decade

[Abstract] In 2015, the first "National High end Forum on Teaching Reform and Development of Japanese
Majors in Colleges and Universities" was held. As of 2024, the forum has been held for ten consecutive sessions.
In 2020, the first "National High end Forum on Japanese Language Teaching Reform and Development in
Universities" was held, and as of 2024, the forum has been held for five consecutive sessions. In 2025, two major
forums on professional Japanese and university Japanese will be jointly held, opening up a new era for the
development of Japanese language education in China. The holding of the two forums provides a platform for
Japanese language teachers across the country to gather and exchange ideas, promoting subject construction and
educational innovation. This article presents a visual analysis of the content of various Japanese language
education forums and provides an in—depth summary of the development trends of Japanese language education
in China over the past decade. The results show that in the past decade, Japanese language education in China
has timely adjusted its disciplinary development direction in accordance with the requirements of the times, and
has undergone profound transformation and upgrading in terms of training objectives, curriculum construction,
and educational resource construction. Overall, the development of Japanese language education in China over
the past decade has shown an evolutionary trajectory from "standardization" to "diversification", and then to
"integration" and "digitization", which deeply aligns with national strategies and social needs.
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
