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[Abstract] Against the backdrop of the coexistence of deglobalization trends and the exchange and mutual
learning among civilizations, the education of international students in Chinese universities has emerged as a
vital field and major carrier of cross—cultural communication. The traditional one—way indoctrination model of
cross—cultural communication is structurally problematic, featuring imbalanced transmission and reception,
weak identity formation, and declining effectiveness. Therefore, it is necessary to construct an education
management model that meets the requirements of international communication in the new era. Taking the
cross—cultural communication activities for international students at Tianjin University of Technology as the
research object, this paper systematically analyzes the innovative paths and practical logic of cross—cultural
communication education management for international students from three dimensions: empowerment
through emotional communication, infiltration via situational experience, and interactive symbiotic governance.
The study aims to provide theoretical and practical references for universities to strengthen their international
communication capacity, cultivate interdisciplinary cross—cultural talents, and advance the connotative
development of educational internationalization.
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
