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The Logical Orientation, Practical Dilemmas, and Breakthrough Paths of Organizational
Education in Private Higher Education Institutions in the New Era

[Abstract] As a vital component of the "ten major education systems" in higher education institutions,
organizational education holds unique value in the ideological and political education of private colleges in the
new era. Based on an empirical investigation of private colleges in Zhejiang Province, this paper systematically
analyzes the logical orientation and practical dilemmas of organizational education in these institutions. The
study identifies key issues, including the insufficient exertion of the political core role of Party organizations, the
weakened educational function of Communist Youth League organizations, the lack of vitality in student
self—governance organizations, and the absence of a collaborative mechanism for organizational education.
Accordingly, the paper proposes that organizational education in private colleges in the new era should adhere to
a logical orientation that integrates political leadership with organizational functions, unifies standardized
construction with characteristic development, and synergistically advances organizational education with
self—education. Furthermore, it explores breakthrough paths by strengthening the political functions of Party
organizations, revitalizing the educational vitality of Youth League and student organizations, constructing
collaborative education mechanisms, and improving support systems.
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
