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Research on Classroom Teaching Strategies for Cultivating Critical Thinking in High School
Argumentative Writing

[Abstract] Critical thinking is a core literacy requirement for high school argumentative writing and an
important manifestation of the development and improvement of thinking emphasized in the "General Senior
High School Chinese Curriculum Standards". Currently, there are problems in high school argumentative
writing teaching, such as the deviation of teaching goals from the cultivation of thinking, the difficulty of
teaching content in triggering high—level thinking, the over—reliance on templates in teaching methods, and the
singularity of evaluation methods, which lead to common low—level thinking manifestations in students' writing,
such as inappropriate topic selection and thesis, loose logical reasoning, and insufficient depth of thinking. Based
on the concept of Chinese learning task groups and drawing on the theory of high—level thinking development,
this paper systematically constructs a sequence of classroom teaching strategies for cultivating critical thinking in
argumentative writing from six dimensions: situation creation, concept discrimination, critical reading and
writing, viewpoint debate, multi—dimensional evaluation, and mind mapping, aiming to achieve mutual
promotion between writing ability and thinking quality and lay a thinking foundation for students' lifelong
development.
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
