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[Abstract] Against the backdrop of the comprehensive development of educational ideals and the advancement
of rural revitalization, rural basic education remains a key area of concern, among which rural junior high school
English teaching stands out as a particular challenge in basic education. Based on the current situation of rural
junior high school English teaching, this paper analyzes the existing problems from the perspectives of teacher
team construction, allocation of teaching resources and facilities, classroom teaching models, and student
evaluation and development. In line with the "double reduction" education policy and the requirements of the
new curriculum standards, this study delves into frontline rural junior high school English teaching to explore

effective ways to improve the quality of English instruction, thereby providing constructive suggestions for

promoting the equitable development of urban and rural educational teaching resources.
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
