[Abstract] Anchored teaching is a specific teaching mode based on constructivism theory, which breaks through
the traditional "teacher—centered" situation to a certain extent and makes the real situation into the classroom. In
English teaching, the application of anchored teaching can promote the organic unity of teaching, enable students
to carry out active and effective learning around real problems, and then obtain new knowledge through cooperative
learning and in—depth exploration.
