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[Abstract] In addition to classroom teaching and live online teaching, non—live online teaching is an important
choice in the post epidemic era of vocational education. However, the non—live online teaching in vocational
schools has many disadvantages, such as the lack of interaction caused by the separation of teachers and students,
the lack of peers caused by the separation of students and students, and the lack of evaluation caused by the
separation of teaching and learning. The interruption of teaching information and the split of teaching structure
lead to the doubt of non—live online teaching effect in vocational schools. Based on the network teaching and
research platform, this paper constructs a "three link" closed—loop design, which transforms the one—way and
discrete online teaching into the two—way and integrated closed—loop non—live online teaching, turning crisis
into opportunity and challenge into opportunity, effectively bridging the lack of non—live online teaching in
vocational schools, and ensuring the continuous improvement of non—live online teaching quality in vocational
schools.
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
