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[Abstract] Outcome—based Education (OBE) emphasizes student—centeredness, outcome orientation, and
continuous improvement. Based on these core principles, this study proposes that the construction principles of
the OBE—based teaching quality assessment system for English classroom instruction in normal universities
should be: focusing the assessment on students, paying attention to their growth; expecting high standards from
learning and focusing on learning outcomes; using assessment results to ensure a continuous improvement
mechanism and establishing an educational feedback loop. The construction of assessment indicators should
follow the path of clarifying expected learning outcomes, achieving expected learning outcomes, assessing

students’ learning outcomes, and implementing improvement measures. Finally, a corresponding set of

assessment indicators is established.
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
